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Soaring to Greater Heights

I have a keen understand-
ing of what is happening in
the economy, and I know
that school fees are becom-
ing a struggle for a lot of
parents. As you take, what
could be one of the most
important decisions in the
lives of your children, let
me give you some impor-
tant information. I know
that one of your greatest
goals is for your ward to be
admitted into the Univer-
sity. AIC stands ready to
help you realize this goal.
One of the most important
standards for accomplish-
ing this task, is doing well
in the WAEC exam, not
only is the WAEC essential
in Nigeria, it is the exam
used for acceptance in both
Britain and Canada. The

standard has been re-
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ceiving a C6 in Mathematics, English, and three other
subjects. This is how we have done:

How did we do this? One of the main reasons we can do
this is because we refuse to participate in, or allow any
form of exam malpractice. Teachers and students know
that they have to work hard to receive high grades, be-
cause no other way will be tolerated. So it is obvious that
we have progressed. This is extremely important. Fail-
ure to pass at credit level in the WAEC usually results in
the necessity to put the student in some kind of founda-
tional program, incurring an extra year of costs.

We will continue doing everything possible to ensure the
success of your child and we will do it “in the fear of God”.

For those parents inter-
ested in sending their
wards to the United States
for university study, the
SAT exam is a critical as-
pect of their preparation.
One of the reasons to con-
sider the U.S., is because
the U.S. universities offer
numerous scholarship op-

portunities. Three of our
current and former stu-
dents that are waiting to go
to the U.S. next August,
have received scores of
1450 and above. This
means that they will proba-
bly receive full scholar-
ships. To accomplish these

kind of scores, it is impor-
tant to understand the dy-
namics of the test. One of
the things to know is that
almost every student does
better the second time they
take the test. An under-
standing of what is tested
and a reduction in stress
due to familiarity with the
environment usually re-
sults in a higher score.
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AT Examinations
American universities only look at the
students’ highest scores. One of our
students increased his score this year
by 100 points, just by taking the test
again. Because of this, we suggest the
following timeline. Students should
begin studying for the SAT at the be-
ginning of SS1 and take the exam the
first time at the end of SS1. They
should retake the SAT at the end of
SS2. At the beginning of SS3 they can
then begin to apply as most applica-
tions for international students are
due by the end of December of their
SS3 year. They can apply and begin
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attending university the August after
they graduate. If you have any
thought of sending your ward to the
U.S., or even if you believe that a
scholarship would be helpful, you
should seriously consider enrolling
your ward in our SAT classes as soon
as possible. The classes are offered by
The Gilgal Foundation, a local organi-
zation here in Abuja. It’s #130,000 for
the training and materials. Classes
starts 10th January, 2018. Payment is
through the Account Department of
the school.

Performance Enhancement Coaching

Performance Enhancement Coaching
(PEC) is a dynamic new program that
we added to the school, after the
PTFF voted to add it to the curricu-
lum. The program focuses on helping
young students discover their
strengths and enhancing those
strengths. Students only get the full
benefit of the program when parents
pay for the program. There are costs
connected with the program, such as

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Extra Lessons during the Break

One of the things that I have learned
in my time at AIC is that our best stu-
dents take extra lessons during the
breaks. They are engaged in impor-
tant work and not just wasting all
their time. Why is this important?
The most important reason is that
when parents engage their children in
extra lessons, they are sending a very
clear message to their children about
the importance of education. This lets
the students know exactly how impor-
tant education is to their parents.
This setting of priorities is extremely
important as our young students are

growing and setting their own priori-
ties. The second reason is that it al-
lows students to review important
topics covered in class and solidify
those concepts in their minds. This is
the difference between just being fa-
miliar with a topic and really under-
standing a topic. Finally, we know
from research that during breaks, stu-
dents lose or forget some amount of
information that they have recently
learnt. Extra lessons during the
break ensure that students don’t re-
gress and lose important information
that they will need for end of term/
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session and external examinations.
Extra lessons are one of the best ways
to encourage your children to do very
well.
